The College of William and Mary in Williamsburg, Virginia, is one of Ameri-
ca’s oldest colleges. A little-known fact is that this honored institution was
closed in 1881 due to the Civil War and a lack of finances. It remained closed
for seven years.

Yet its president, Benjamin Ewell, never lost hope for the school. In anticipa-
tion of the day when the college would re-open and fill with students, he rang
its bell every day of those seven years.
