The King

&\ Sometimes we speak or shout the truth without realizing just
‘ how right we are. That happened during Holy Week, first
when Jesus rode into Jerusalem on a donkey. The palm-
waving crowd hailed Jesus as their king — though he wasn’t
the earthly king they wanted.

» Days later, during Jesus’ trial, Pilate taunted the Pharisees,
saying, “Here is your king.” Furious, they protested, “We have no king but
Caesar.” Pilate turned Jesus over to them. But still wanting to needle the
insistent persecutors, he wrote a sign reading “The King of the Jews” and had it
fastened above Jesus’ cross (John 19:19).

Was Jesus a king? Witnesses of the Resurrection thought so. The first Christians
were accused of “saying there is another king, Jesus” (Acts 17:7). The writer of
Revelation envisions the day when the whole world will understand that the
risen Christ isn’t only Lord and Savior but also “Lord of lords and King of
kings” (Revelation 17:14).
