Running the Race

During three Olympic Games, American triathlete Hunter Kemper never placed
higher than seventh. But his athletic performance never defined him. “Whether I
win a gold medal or not, I get my character as a person from my Lord and Sav-
ior Jesus Christ,” Kemper said.
