The 'Art' of Forgiveness

An interesting legend is associated with the painting “The Last Supper.” Some
say Leonardo da Vinci used a rival’s face for Judas. Then when the painter tried
to create Jesus’ face, all he could see was that of his enemy. Supposedly, da
Vinci was able to complete Jesus’ face — and the entire masterpiece — only
after making peace with his enemy and repainting Judas.

This tale shows the necessity of forgiving other people so we can accept Jesus’
forgiveness for ourselves. As Jesus says in Matthew 6:14-15 (NIV), “For if you
forgive other people when they sin against you, your heavenly Father will also
forgive you. But if you do not forgive others their sins, your Father will not for-
give your sins.”
