The Martyrdom of a Saint

In the year 156 A.D., a Roman proconsul wanted the elderly bishop of Smyrna,
a saint named Polycarp, to deny and revile Christ. The proconsul insisted that
Polycarp affirm Caesar as his Lord and to give his total allegiance to the Roman
emperor, who was thought to be a god. Polycarp was polite to the proconsul but
he firmly refused to forsake Christ for Caesar.

A fire was lit and the faithful saint was executed. But before he died, he made
this statement: “Eighty and six years I have served Christ, and in nothing has he
wronged me; how then, can I blaspheme my King, who saved me?”

‘From Great to Good’ 5

Jim Collins’ 2001 book Good to Great featured companies that had “made the
leap” to greatness. Years later, many of them are no longer great; some aren’t
even around.

Should Christians seek greatness? After all, our attempts to be great — wealthy,
powerful, successful, famous — often become the “enemies” of our doing the
good God commands.

God’s Word flips on its head the saying “good is the enemy of great.” The
meek, Jesus teaches, will inherit the earth (Matthew 5:5). “Whoever would be
great among you,” he says, “must be your servant” (Mark 10:43, ESV). One of
Jesus’ most famous parables is called the Good Samaritan, not the Great
Samaritan. And goodness, not greatness, is a fruit of the Spirit.

Christians and churches are called not to greatness but to doing good for the
sake of the world. Let’s shift our focus “from great to good.”
