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Expanding Our View of Service 

We often think of serving in terms of Matthew 25: supplying food and clothing; 

caring for the sick, incarcerated and other “least of these” members of society 

— serving Jesus in the process. But we also can serve him with our unique tal-

ents and by doing things we love.  

For example, Ged King, a barber in England, devotes some of his time off to 

giving homeless people free haircuts. Imagine Jesus saying, “For my hair was 

long and scraggly, and you cut it” — or “My heart was lonely, and you played 

music to lift my spirits. I could no longer read small print, and you read to me. I 

have to work two jobs, and you invited my child to spend afternoons crafting 

with you. My car broke down, and you repaired it.” Then the King will say, 

“Come, you who are blessed by my Father … whatever you did for one of the 

least of these brothers and sisters of mine, you did for me” (Matthew 25:34, 40, 

NIV; emphasis added).
