5 Christian Symbol—Scales

In biblical context, scales symbolize judgment, particularly divine judgment. In
Daniel 5:27, the king is told he has been “weighed on the

scales [by God] and found wanting.” Job also uses scales as

a metaphor for judgment: “Let God weigh me in honest

scales and he will know that I am blameless” (Job 31:6,

NIV). Finally, scales may represent the archangel Michael,

who is sometimes considered responsible for “weighing”

the souls of the dead.

God's Message Ignored

Former lobbyist Jack Abramoff, a key figure in several high-profile political
scandals, was sentenced to a six year prison sentence for mail fraud, conspiracy
to bribe public officials, and tax evasion. When interviewed about his unlawful
tactics, Abramoff said, “God sent me 1,000 hints that he didn’t want me to keep
doing what I was doing. But I didn’t listen, so he set off a nuclear bomb.” Is
God sending you hints about something you are doing? Reach out to a trusted
pastor, brother or sister to back you up in your struggle.
