As a Christian 

symbol it represents both Christ as King of kings (Revelation 

17:14, for example) and the eternal life promised to Christ’s 

followers: “Be faithful unto death, and I will give you the 

What's Your Rule? 

J. Wilbur Chapman, a traveling evangelist in the late 19th century, practiced 

what he called a rule for Christian living: “Anything that dims my vision of 

Christ, or takes away my taste for Bible study, or cramps my prayer life, or 

makes Christian work difficult is wrong for me, and I must, as a Christian, turn 

away from it.”  

St. Paul offers similar advice — presented in positive terms — for Christians: 

“Whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is just, whatever is pure, 

whatever is lovely, whatever is commendable, if there is any excellence, if there 

is anything worthy of praise, think about these things” (Philippians 4:8, ESV).

The Witness 

Years ago, after folk-music trio Peter, Paul and Mary performed in Texas, a 

teenager approached Noel Paul Stookey backstage.  

“I want to talk to you about the Lord,” the boy said. “We ought to have a word 

of prayer.”  

After praying, the boy put the musician on the spot by telling God, “Noel wants 

to talk with you.”  

All Stookey could bring himself to pray was, “I’m sorry.” Through those words, 

he admitted he’d failed to honor God with his life. He was repenting and soon 

became a Christian.  

Stookey said that experience made him a new person. “You cannot change a 

man from the inside out and not have it affect everything in his life,” he said. 

All because of one teenager’s witness. 

“Don’t let anyone look down on you because you are young, but set an exam-

ple for the believers in speech, in conduct, in love, in faith and in purity. “
