God’s Mysterious Ways

“God moves in a mysterious way, his wonders to perform.” These oft-quoted
words, from a hymn by English poet William Cowper, come with an unsubstan-
tiated yet powerful back story.

Cowper, who struggled with depression, decided to commit suicide one night.
He called a cab to go to the Thames River, planning to drown himself. Such
dense fog arose that the driver got lost and finally stopped to let his passenger
out. To Cowper’s surprise, he was at his own door! He concluded that God had
sent the fog to spare his life. The hymn he wrote in response continues:

Ye fearful saints, fresh courage take;
the clouds ye so much dread

are big with mercy and shall break
in blessings on your head. ...

His purposes will ripen fast,
unfolding every hour.

Pastor Renee will lead our ministry to Families with Children as follows:

1) We will strive to assist parents in “Training children in the way they
should go.” Proverbs 22:6. We recognize that the religious training of
children is primarily the responsibility of their parents; therefore we will
work to provide parents with needed resources to teach their children.

2) We will strive to provide a curriculum that will help our children to
have the Biblical foundation and understanding that will help them
make wise choices and early accept Christ as Lord and Sav-
ior. (Deuteronomy 6) We will have organized teaching goals. Our teach-
ing will give children an understanding of the stories and teaching of the
entire Bible.
