The Magnificence of Love in a Marriage 

 A writer, Herbert O’Donnell, told about returning to Ireland to visit his 

family. He had not been able to attend his grandmother’s funeral which had 

occurred a year before. On this trip, he was sitting in a car’s back seat next 

to his grandfather on a journey to visit relatives. As they drove by the ceme-

tery where his grandmother was buried, O’Donnell noticed his grandfather, 

thinking he was unobserved, pressing his face against the window, then 

with a small motion of his hand, waving toward his wife’s grave. 

 It was the old fellow’s way of saluting his beloved wife with whom he had 

shared countless numbers of life’s joys and challenges. Later, in writing 

about what he observed, O’Donnell said, “It was then that I came to my first 

understanding of the majesty and vulnerability of love.” 

That true story reminds one of words found in Proverbs 31: 

 A good wife who can find?  

 She is far more precious than jewels, 

 The heart of her husband trusts in her, and he will have no lack of gain.  

 She does him good, and not harm, all the days of her life. 

 Her children rise up and call her blessed;  

 her husband also, and he praises her.

Christian Symbol — Phoenix 

According to ancient legend, the phoenix lived for 500 to 1,400 

years (depending on the version of the myth), at which time it 

would set its nest ablaze and be consumed in the flames. Af-

ter three days the bird would be reborn and was said to repeat 

this cycle, “rising from the ashes” again and again. Early 

Christians saw in the phoenix a symbol of Jesus’ resurrection 

and of eternal life. 
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Following God’s Lead 

Jazz musician Thomas Dorsey traveled an unlikely road to become the 

“father of black gospel music.” At age 11, he dropped out of school to be a 

vaudeville performer and blues pianist. While Dorsey recovered from a nerv-

ous breakdown at age 21, his mother urged him to serve the Lord with his 

talents. It took several years, but the musician committed to composing spir-

itual songs — rejected by many mainstream churches as “the devil’s mu-

sic.”  

In 1932, after Dorsey’s wife and infant son died during childbirth, he chan-

neled his grief into the piano, writing “Precious Lord, Take My Hand.” 

Known to be a favorite song of Martin Luther King Jr., it ends with these lyr-

ics: “Through the storm, through the night, lead me on to the light. Take my 

hand, precious Lord, lead me home.”
