Rev. Theodore Wedel, a former canon of the National Cathedral, once told
a parable about congregational life. It began: “On a dangerous sea coast
where shipwrecks often occur, there was a crude little life-saving station.
The building was just a hut, and there was only one boat, but the few devot-
ed members kept a constant watch over the sea.”

Some neighbors and people who’d been rescued began donating time and
money, thinking the station needed better furnishings and equipment. As
the station grew as a gathering place, members hired lifeboat crews to do
the dirty work of saving lives. Those who disagreed with that approach
broke away to form their own stations.

The parable concluded: “If you visit that sea coast today, you will find a
number of exclusive clubs along that shore. Shipwrecks are frequent in
those waters, but most of the people drown.”

[One of the Desert Fathers stories tells of a man who] committed a serious
sin. The council called a meeting and requested the Teacher attend [to help
judge the man]. When he refused to come, they sent a delegation telling
him the matter was most urgent.
