Living Sacrifices

In Romans 12:1, Paul urges Jesus’ followers to perform spiritual worship by
being “a living sacrifice.” For Old Testament believers, that concept would
have been an oxymoron. A sacrifice, after all, required bloodshed and death
to absolve sins.

New Testament believers — us included — may squirm at the idea too.
“The problem with a living sacrifice,” as D.L. Moody noted, “is that it keeps
crawling off the altar.”

Living for Jesus is an all-in commitment. Being a living sacrifice involves
forsaking the world and our own desires. But through God’s grace and Je-
sus’ sacrificial love, we can alter our attitude and stay on the altar.
